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FINE IMPOSED FOR POSSIBILITY OF PLEA
DRUGS POSSESSION

Local Magistrates recently
imposed a fine upon a
Spennymoor man who
admitted possessing
Cannabis when his home
was raided by Police.
At the South Durham
Magistrates' Court in
Newton Aycliffe, 42 year-
old Allan Joseph
Robinson, of Oak Terrace
in Spennymoor, entered a
'Guilty' pleato charges of
'possession of 39 grammes
of Cannabis' and 'using
threatening, abusive or
insulting words or
behaviour', both offences
being committed in
Spennymoor on the 3rd of
February this year.

Appearing on behalf of the
Crown Prosecution
Service, Mr. Blair Martin
told the Court that a search
Warrant was executed at
Robinson's home
whereupon Herbal
Cannabis and drugs
paraphernalia were seized.
Mr. Martin added that, as
the Defendant was being
taken to a Police Vehicle
following his arrest, he
began to shout and swear
in the street in the presence
of parents and children on
their way to school.
When formally

interviewed by Police,
Robinson stated that the
cannabis had been solely
for his own use and he
agreed that his behaviour
in the street had been
unreasonable given the
presence of children.
Concluding, Mr. Martin
stated that Robinson had
received a Police Caution
in May, 2004 for the
production of Cannabis.
Robinson, who was not
represented in Court by a
Solicitor, stated that the
reason he had shouted and
used bad language in the
street was because a Police
Officer had grabbed him
roughly by the arm on the
way out of his home.
The sitting Magistrates
fined Robinson £163 for
the drugs offence and
ordered him to pay a £15
Victim Surcharge and £43
Court costs. No separate
penalty was imposed for
the public order offence.
The Magistrates also
ordered that the drugs and
paraphernalia be forfeited
and destroyed.

CHANGE BY
DEFENDANT

A Defendant's Solicitor
told local Magistrates
recently that the case may
well be resolved without
the need for a Magistrates'
Court trial as originally
planned.

At an earlier Hearing at the
South Durham
Magistrates' Court in
Newton Aycliffe, 25 year-
old David Smith, of Dalton
Crescent in Shildon,
entered a'Not Guilty' plea
to a charge of 'causing a
fear of violence', the
offence allegedly taking
place in Spennymoor
between the beginning of
November and mid-
December last year.
Smith's Solicitor, Mr.
Bruce Cunningham,
explained to the Court that
the matter had been listed
for trial on the 9th of April,

however the fact that that
date was Maundy
Thursday - astatutory half-
day for the Court - had
been overlooked.

Mr. Cunningham
suggested to the sitting
Magistrates that a Court
Management Hearing be
listed as there was a strong
possibility that the case
could be resolved without
a trial, namely by the
Defendant changing his
pleato the charge.

The sitting Magistrates
agreed to go along with
Mr. Cunningham's
suggestion and the case
will now return to the
Newton Aycliffe Court on
the 4th of March for the
Court Management
Hearing.

CASE
ADJOURNED
TO ALIGN
WITH OTHER
MATTERS

Local Magistrates recently
agreed to adjourn a case
involving allegations of
offences committed in
Spennymoor in order that
the two charges could be
aligned with others faced
by the same Defendant.
23 year-old David Weldon,
of Heather Grove in
Spennymoor, appeared
before the South Durham
Magistrates sitting at
Newton Aycliffe in
connection with charges of
‘criminal damage to a
window' and 'assault’, the
offences alleged to have
been committed in
Spennymoor a few days
before Christmas last year.
The sitting Magistrates
agreed to adjourn the
matter until the 12th of
March when Weldon will
return to the Newton
Aycliffe Court to be dealt
with.

INDECENT PHOTOS CASE TO GO
TO CROWN COURT

Local Magistrates recently
declined jurisdiction in the
case of a Spennymoor man
who is accused of a
number of offences
involving indecent
photographs of children,
after they determined that
their powers of sentencing
were insufficient.

Appearing before the
South Durham Magistrates
sitting at Newton Aycliffe
was 42 year-old Paul
Andrew Lamb, formerly of
Oxclose Crescent but now
of Jackson Street, both in
Spennymoor, who entered
no pleato any of the 17
charges against him.

The Court heard that
Lamb, who was
represented in Court by
Ms. Karen Slack, faces
sixteen charges of 'making
an indecent photograph of
a child' and one further
offence of 'possession of
an indecent photograph of
a child'. The sixteen
offences are said to have
been committed in
Spennymoor on dates
between the 19th of May
and the 9th of June last
year, with the remaining
offence allegedly being
committed between the
19th of May and the 8th of
June, also 2008.

Appearing for the Crown
Prosecution Service, Mr.
Blair Martin told the court
that this was a matter
which it was felt was not
suitable to be dealt with by
aMagistrates' Court, with
sixteen of theimages being
at Level 4 and the
remaining image at Level
5.

After declining jurisdiction
in the case, the sitting
Magistrates set the date for
the Committal Hearing as
the 15th of April and
extended Lamb's
unconditional bail until
that date.

Following victories in their
