Officers have gathered
statements from local
residents, who have been
witness to Anti Social
Behaviour associated with
the drugs activity at the
house.
South Durham Magistrates
at Newton Aycliffe Court
granted the Closure Order
on  F r iday  morn ing ,
following a short hearing

where the facts of the case
were outlined by PC Jamie
Rielly, and the Durham
Constabulary deputy force
solicitor. ÒThe residents in
the street have complained
about the ant i  social
behaviour surrounding this
a d d r e s s  f o r  s o m e
considerable time now, the
local community have stood
up against this behaviour and
provided police with the
evidence we need to affect
a closureÓ, said PC Rielly,
the town beat officer.
The closure has seen a 31
year old male find alternative
accommodation in the South
Durham area, and a 65 year
o ld  ma le  has  been
accommodated by the local
authority. The property will
be closed and boarded for an
initial period of three months
under the order, which can
be extended on application
by the police.
ÒThis is a warning to all
persons in the town who use
or supply controlled drugs,
and al low anti social
behaviour to take place as a
result, we will look to gather
the evidence as we have
done in this case and
eventually remove you from
your homeÓ added PC Rielly.
