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Area Action Partnerships
(AAPs) for all areas of
Durham are currently being
launched across the County
to help deliver services, and
give local people and
organisations a say on how
services are provided. This
follows the recent abolition
of the former district councils
and the introduction of the
new Unitary Authority for
C o u n t y  D u r h a m .
Spennymoor AAP has a
budget of £150,000 for local
projects and investments, as
well as an administration
budget for staffing.
Almost 100 people attended
the launch event for the
S p e n n y m o o r  A r e a
Partnership on Wednesday
6th May at Spennymoor
Leisure Centre. The purpose
of the event was to select the
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area priorities to be tackled
by the new Partnership,
choose a name and recruit
members for the Board.
The Forum, which is open
to all members of the public,

will meet twice a year to
consider issues such as
priorities for the area and
reviewing progress of the
partnership Board.

The top ten priorities
chosen at the launch are:
1. Provision for Young
People / Teens.
2. Town Centre Regeneration
3.  Improve Health & Well-
being.
4 .  I m p r o v e d  L o c a l
Environment.
5. Community Safety and
Respect.
6. Transport, Traffic &
Parking Improvements.
7. Unemployment Levels.
8. Educational Attainment.
9. Increase Adult Learning
Opportunities.
10. Childhood Obesity.

The recruitment of the public
representatives for the Board
will take place in the next
few weeks. The organisers
were pleased with the
r e s p o n s e  a s  m a n y

expressions of interest forms
were completed at the event.
Those who put their names
forward will go through an
application process, with the
seven Board members being

selected after interview.
A n d r e w  M e g g i n s o n ,
Principal Area Action
Partnership Coordinator said,
ÒWe were pleased with the
attendance at the launch
event, and that members of
the community took the time
to come along. People were
frank with their opinions and
the Council have taken their
views on board.Ó He added,
ÒAt all of the AAPs we have
hosted across the county,
there have been common
themes discussed and a few
surprises. We hope the public
will attend the future forums
as the Council wants to be
responsive to the needs of
the community.Ó
The first Board meeting will
take place by the end of July
when the action plan will be
established.
