The DVLA off icers
equipped with their
Automatic Number Plate
Recognition (ANPR)
v a n ,  p a t r o l l e d
SpennymoorÕs streets
with police searching for
vehicles that had not
been taxed.
T h e  t e a m  w e r e
successful in identifying
four vehicles that were
c lamped by DVLA
o f f i c e r s ,  u n t i l
a p p r o p r i a t e
fines/recovery charges

were paid.Two of these
vehicles were released
from the clamps after the
fines of £260.00 per
vehicle were paid. The
two other vehicles were

left clamped for a 24
hour period. They will
then be removed to
storage, should the
appropriate penalty fines
not be met by the owner.
The team also carried
out two static point
checks  on  two  o f
SpennymoorÕs busiest
roads, Grayson Road,
Middlestone Moor and
Durham Road.
DVLA off icers also
handed out on the spot
fines for vehicles that
were not displaying a tax
disk. PC Jamie Rielly of
S p e n n y m o o r
Neighbourhood Policing
Team sta ted,  ÒThe
initiative was a success,
it was pleasing to see
that most people in
Spennymoor do tax and
insure their vehicles,
however, it also showed
that we will work with
our partners at the
DVLA to deal with the
drivers that do not, and

remove their vehicles
from the road or fine
them with hefty finesÓ.
Spennymoor Police have
confirmed that they will
be running the operation
again in the near future.
