Lord Sebastian Coe paid a
visit to the South Durham
Gymnastics Centre in
Spennymoor last week, as
he toured some of the
regionÕs top sport ing
facilities which will feature
in the London 2012 Pre-
Games Training Camp
(PGTC) guide. The visit
coincides with the news that
the North East has begun
exclusive talks with the
Co lomb ian  Na t i ona l
O l y m p i c  C o m m i t t e e
regarding the use of the
regionÕs facilities in the lead
up to the 2012 Games.
During the visit Lord Coe
met with local young people,
councillors and businesses
benefiting from newly-
launched initiatives inspired
by the 2012 Games. He said,
"ItÕs been a pleasure to once
again return to North East
England to see the exciting
work which is taking place.
Achieving talks with
Colombian team is great
news for the region. The
North East has excellent
sporting facilities which
could help the team prepare
well for their competitions
at the London 2012 Games.
Hosting the Colombian team
would also provide the North
East with a great opportunity
to get involved in our plans
in the run-up to the Games."
Lord Coe went on to visit
Durham University where
he met with representatives
of all five North East
universities which have
formed the Sport University
Nor th  Eas t  Eng land
(SUNEE) initiative, which
aims to tackle social
exclusion through sport.
The London Olympics runs
from 27th July to 24th
August 2012, with around
17,000 athletes competing
in 26 sports.

Durham County Council is
unveiling ambitious plans
designed to bring 2012
Olympic fever to the county.
The authority is finalising
an exciting Olympic themed
programme of events which
will foster excellence and
increase participation in a
wide range of sports and
activities. The proposals,
which will now be taken
forward by the councilÕs
2012 working group,
include ensuring gifted and
talented athletes do not have
to leave the county to fulfil
the i r  ambi t ions.  The
programme was unveiled to
Lord Sebastian Coe as he
toured potential pre Olympic
training camps including the
councilÕs leisure centre in
Spennymoor.  Counci l
Leader Cllr. Simon Henig
said ÒHearing Lord Coe tell
us what a vital role local
authorities played in making
his Olympic glory a reality
was inspirational, and it is
those opportunities we want

to bring to young people
here in County Durham.
Lord Coe seemed genuinely
delighted with our plans to
both inspire and foster elite
athletes pre and post 2012.
Our long term aim is to have
County Durham athletes at
every major international
competition but also to make
sure our residents feel the
immense pride that comes
with being the host nation
for an Olympic games.Ó The
plans will include County
Durham hosting Olympic
flame relays and to rolling
programmes aimed at
inspiring youngsters through
schools and clubs and
p r o v i d i n g  c o m p l e t e
pathways for gifted and
talented youngsters to be
their best. There are also
early stage plans to host
International Youth Games
in the county and to run a
Ògolden t icketÓ sty le
competition to The Games
themselves.
