When
officers arrived they
found four men, three
from Wallsend and one
from Kenton, at the
scene. One of the  men
was in a semi-
conscious state, up on
a flat roof having
apparently suffered an
electric shock. He was
taken by ambulance to
the University Hospital
of North Durham but
shortly after arriving at
the hospital he
discharged himself
without waiting for
treatment. The 31 year
old was then arrested
and taken into custody
at Durham city police
station. The other three
suspects Ð aged 21 and
