Dur ing  the  ra id  on
Wednesday,  s ix  men
andÊone woman were
arrested as officersÊswooped
o n  9  s e p a r a t e
properties.ÊThose arrested,

aged from 17 to 45, were
detained on suspicion of
being concerned in the
supply of class ÔAÕ drugs
and the production of Class
ÔBÕ drugs. Drugs with a
street value of more than
£20,000 were recovered,
including a quantity of
cannabis plantsÊfrom two of
the addresses and heroin
from another in the Dean
Bank area.
Superintendant Graham
Hall (operations manager
f o r  t h e  s o u t h  a r e a
command), said: ÒDrug
users who genuinely want
support to tackle their
addiction will get every
possible assistance. But my
message to dealers is that
information is coming in to
us all the time and we are
acting upon it. ItÕs very
simple Ð stop, or prepare to
be caughtÓ.
Representat ives f rom
organisations in the local
area were invited to attend
briefings and also to travel
with the teams, observing
the Ôstr ikesÕ as they
happened. The Spennynews
was fortunate enough to
