19 school which will
continue to utilise the three
sites of its partner schools,
and will eventually be
located on the present
Spennymoor School site,
which will consolidate the
new unit onto a single site
from 1st September 2014.
Governors and staff at the
two schools have been co-
operating for some time, in
preparation for the
